official demand. The British accepted this in the August Offer of 1940.

e The Constituent Assembly had 389 representatives, including 15 women. Of which 292
were representatives of Provinces, 93 represented the Princely States & 4 were from the
cheif commissioner provinces of Delhi, Azmer-Merwara, Coorg & British Baluchistan.

e On 9 December 1946, First meeting was held and Dr. Sachidanand Sinha was elected as
Temporary President.

e On 11 December 1946, Dr. Rajendra Prasad was elected as the Assembly's Permanent
Chairman.

» The Constituent assembly had 11 Sessions over 2 years, 11 months and 18 days.

e On 13th Dec 1946, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru moved the Objective Resolution in the
Constituent Assembly of India and On 22 Jan 1947, the Constituent Assembly accepted this
Resolution.

e On 22 July 1947, National Flag was adopted.

e On 26 November 1949, Constitution of India was adopted.

e On 24 January 1950, National Anthem "Jana Gana Mana" & National Song "Vande
Mataram" was adopted.

e On 24 January 1950, The Members of the Constituent Assembly signed the Constitution of
India.

e On 24 January 1950, Dr. Rajendra Prasad was elected as India's First President.
e On 26 January 1950, National Emblem was adopted.

e On 26 January 1950, Constitution of India came into force.

26th Amendment Act, 1971 - It abolished the privy purses and privileges of former rulers
of princely states.

31st Amendment Act, 1973 - Increased the number of Lok Sabha seats from 525 to 545.
36th Amendment Act, 1975 - Formation of Sikkim as a State within the Indian Union.
42nd Amendment Act, 1976 - Also known as "Mini Constitution of India". It amended the

Preamble and added the words - socialist, secular and integrity. Fundamental Duties were
added.

44th Amendment Act, 1978 - It removed the Right to Property from the list of Fundamental
Rights and Converted it into a simple legal right under Article 300A.

52nd Amendment Act, 1975 - Anti Defection Law (10th Schedule).
56th Amendment Act, 1987 - Formation of State of Goa.
61st Amendment Act,1989 - Reduce age for voting rights from 21 to 18.

65th Amendment Act, 1990 - Establishment of National Commission for SCs & STs
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69th Amendment Act, 1991 - To provide for a legislative assembly and council of ministers
for National Capital Territory of Delhi. Delhi continues to be a Union Territory.

73rd Amendment Act, 1992 - Added Panchayati Raj System (Part IX) in Constitution.

74th Amendment Act, 1992 - Added Municipalities (Part IX-A) (12th Schedule) in
Constitution.

86th Amendment Act, 2022 - It adds new Fundamental duty under Article 51-A. It Provides
Right to Education for the age of Six to fourteen years under Article 21A.

88th Amendment Act, 2003 - It added a new subject in the union list called "Taxes on
Services".

91st Amendment Act, 2003 - Restrict the size of council of ministers to 15% of legislative
members & to strengthen Anti Defection laws.

92nd Amendment Act, 2003 - Added Bodo, Dogri (Dongri), Maithili and Santhali in the
Eighth schedule.

100th Amendment Act, 2015 - Land boundary agreement between India & Bangladesh

101st Amendment Act, 2016 - Introduced the Goods and Services Tax.

102nd Amendment Act, 2018 - The National Commission for Backward Classes (NCBC)
became a constitutional body.

103rd Amendment Act, 2019 - Granted 10% Reservation for Economically Weaker Sections
104th Amendment Act, 2019 - It ceased the reservation of seats for the Anglo-Indians in the

Lok Sabha and State Legislative Assemblies. It extended the reservations for SCs and STs
for up to Ten years.
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Important Committees in India

e Swaran Singh Committee (1976) - It recommended inclusion of Fundamental Duties.
(42nd Constitutional Amendment)

e Mandal Commission (1979) - It recommended that members of OBCs be given 27%
reservations for jobs under the Central government and public sector undertakings. The
Committee is headed by BP Mandal.

e Sarkaria Commission (1983) - Its charter was to examine the relationship and balance of
power between state and central governments. The Commission was headed by Rajinder
Singh Sarkaria.

 Dinesh Goswami Committee (1990) - It was formed to make recommendations on
Electoral Reforms.

e Kelkar committee - The committee was set up by India's central government to study and
evaluate the public-private partnership (PPP) model in India and it is headed by Vijay
Kelkar.

e Malimath Committee Report - The Report deals with Criminal Justice System Reforms. It
was constituted by the Ministry of Home Affairs under the chairmanship of Justice V.S.
Malimath.
